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It’s a Beautiful Day in the Neighborhood ...

Yes, that was the opening line of the theme song for a PBS show called Mister Rogers’ Neighbor-
hood. Mister Rogers’ introduced young children to people in his neighborhood and those view-
ers learned everything about them.

A community is defined as a group of people living in the same place or having a particular char-
acteristic in common. In Candlewood Knolls we are community made up of neighbors sharing
the beauty of Candlewood Lake. This “Happy Place” is a melting pot of diversity filled with neigh-
borly spirit.
